
The Kindergarten Day

(
Arrival and Dismissal:
Kindergarten children line up outside the main lobby doors.  I will meet the children at these doors at 8:45am.  All students must be in classrooms by 9:00am. Children who arrive after 9:00 will be marked tardy and will not be allowed to eat breakfast.  

The children will be dismissed at 3:18pm from the K-1 outside door.  Please do not knock on the door.  We will open the door when the children are ready.  An adult or responsible older child must pick up kindergarten children.  Your child will only be released to the people you designate on the dismissal sheet or emergency card.

Lunch:
The children will eat their lunches in the cafeteria.  A monthly menu of hot lunches will be sent home.  Children will be allowed to choose their own lunches from the offered selections.  To help children in making this decision, you may want to review the selections with your child in the morning.

Snack Time: The kindergarten schedule has an afternoon snack.  In order to avoid confusing snacks with lunches, please send the snack in a separate bag or lunch box clearly labeled “snack”.  See the attached page for snack suggestions.  I strongly urge all parents to send a snack every day as our lunch is very early (11:15 am).

Rest Time:
Kindergarten classes have a 30-minute rest time each day.  The school will provide floor mats for the children to use.  Please send a bath towel for your child to place on the mat to make it more comfortable.  This towel will be sent home several times throughout the year to be washed.

Daily Folders: Children will bring folders home each day with completed work and parent information.  Please check these folders daily.  Read, complete, and return appropriate papers in this folder.

Homework:  Homework will be sent home in a designated folder on Mondays.  The work should be completed throughout the week and must be returned on Friday of the same week.  Kindergarten homework includes worksheets and a record sheet for listing books you read together.  Please plan to spend 15-20 minutes each night doing homework with your child.  Additionally we will participate in a reading program that will require you and your child to read together each night.  In order to complete the homework, your child will need these materials at home:

· Glue

· Scissors

· Pencils

· Crayons

· Books

· Paper (any kind)

A kindergarten newsletter will be sent home at the beginning of each month.   It will contain information about school events and important reminders.

Other Important Information

Dressing for School:
Please dress your child in comfortable clothing for school.  It is best to dress children in “play” clothes instead of “dress” clothes since some activities require children to paint, sit on the floor, play in sand or water, or play outside.  In cold weather, please dress your child accordingly since we may go outside to play or for a short walk on the school grounds.  Because we do many physical activities during the day, it is recommended that children do not wear clogs, flip-flops, or sandals to school.  On Monday and Wednesday, children must wear tennis shoes to school.  On these days we have Physical Education.

Medications:
The school nurse will administer all medications.  Please contact the nurse if your child is to be given any medicine during school hours.    If your child has asthma, you may want to consider leaving a spare inhaler with the nurse.  Do not send medicine to school in your child’s bookbag. This includes cough drops or “sore throat lollipops”.

Can You Lend A Hand????   Volunteers are very important to the kindergarten program.  If you can volunteer please let me know on the questionnaire form.  There are many tasks for volunteers and I will try to find one that best fits your needs.

Birthdays:
Children may celebrate their birthdays in school.  Cupcakes or cookies may be sent as a special treat.  Please let me know ahead of time if you plan to celebrate your child’s birthday at school.
