1. Two to four players facing each other. �2. Select a dealer to shuffle the cards. Give five cards to each child and themselves.�3. Place the remaining cards in a pile face down in the centre. Flip one card off the top of this pile and place it face up next to the stack. �4. The dealer reads the card by pronouncing the sound of the letters marked in red and then the word e.g. If the card is 'frog' the dealer says the sound, ' o like in dog.' �If the card is ' cat ' the dealer says the sound, ' a like in ' cat '.�5. The children look at their cards and take their turn moving to the left around the circle. If they have cards with the same sound as the one turned over by the dealer they place one on top of the pile by saying the sound, ' u like in nut,' or ' i like in sit '.�
